state  in  the  registry  of  deeds  for  York  county,  in  the  same 
manner  as  volumes  fifteen  and  sixteen,  published  under  the 

resolve  approved  January  twenty-nine,  nineteen  hundred 
and  seven,  the  governor  and  council  shall  purchase  for  the 

state  four  hundred  and  fifty  coi)ies  of  each  said  volumes  at 

four  dollars  and  twenty-five  cents  per  volume ;  and  the 
state  librarian  shall  cause  one  copy  of  each  volume  to  be 

placed  in  each  registry  of  deeds  in  this  state,  and  the  re- 

maining copies  to  be  distributed  or  exchanged  at  the  discre- 
tion of  said  librarian.
